Step 5: After Program
Acceptance

Apply for scholarships
See "Scholarships" link on Bucs Abroad for
scholarships

Apply for a Passport
Cost ~ $190 
Ensure passport is valid for 6 months after return date 
On-campus passport services available 
If needed, apply for visa

Most countries do not need a visa if travelling for
under 30 days. Check with your faculty leader or
organization’s advisor to be certain

Check the CDC.org's "Traveler Health" tab for more
information

Attend Pre-Departure Orientation
Register for your courses abroad

Request institution to send English transcripts to ETSU
Please add "Attn: Valerie Higgins" to mailing
address or emails (higginsv@etsu)
Note: Students who do not arrange this prior to
departure often have significant delays in receiving
their financial aid/scholarships. Ensure transcripts
are mailed prior to the start of classes at ETSU.
